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The Appalachian Women's Alliance is a grassroots network of women from six states who are
identifying common issues, defining a common vision, practicing new ways of being and relating to each

other, and beginning to share acommon hope. Challenging traditional stereotypes, we are black, white

and Cherokee, wage earners and welfare mothers, rural and urban, with and

without traditional education. We organized ourselves to make certain that the voices and

visions of Appalachian women are taken into account when decisions are made that affect the

lives of women and families in Appalachian communities.

» Sister Gathering brings together women from al over the region to celebrate, to share skillsand
resources, and to plan for regional and national events -- like our Women's Delegation to Washington
D.C. where we spoke to a crowd of 250,000 people about the issues of Appal achian women.
